Why is this world so messed up?


Adam’s relationship with God (remember, God called Adam and Eve, Adam) before they sinned is one of the most important relationships in the Bible.  The reason why this relationship is so important to understand is because it gives you an idea on how God set up the world.  It gives you God’s perfect will for the Earth.  God never designed the world for sin.  

Wherefore, as by one man sin entered into the world, and death by sin; and so death passed upon all men, for that all have sinned: 

Romans 5:12 (KJV)

You have to remember that Adam had dominion over the whole Earth. It is impossible for the King of a land to be a slave in his own land and remain King so, after sin occurred; the ownership of the Earth was transferred to the Father of sin.  It is easy to see Satan as the father of sin because that is how we have always known him.  The origin of our enemy is quite different.  The Bible talks about Satan in Heaven as an angel.

You were anointed as a guardian cherub, for so I ordained you.  You were on the holy mount of God; you walked among the fiery stones.  You were blameless in your ways    from the day you were created till wickedness was found in you.   Ezekiel 28:14-15 (NIV®)

So before Adam and Eve sinned, there was Satan.  He is the father of the original sin which occurred in Heaven when he filled himself up with pride and tried to overthrow God’s throne.   Since Adam followed in Satan’s footsteps sinning against God, he handed over his Earthly authority to Satan making Satan the god of this world.

The god of this age has blinded the minds of unbelievers, so that they cannot see the light of the gospel of the glory of Christ, who is the image of God. 2 Corinthians 4:4 (NIV®)
Since Satan is now the god of this world, he has the right to manipulate the world. This is the reason why bad things happen in this world. We were never intended to experience death, disease, depression, sickness,

1. Naked is 

a. Having no clothing on the body; nude.

b. Having no covering, especially the usual one: a naked sword.

c. Devoid of vegetation, trees, or foliage: the naked ground; naked tree limbs. 

d. Being without addition, concealment, disguise, or embellishment: the naked facts; naked ambition.

My focus in this Chapter is definition d, so please keep your clothes on while you are reading, especially in a public place.  Thank you.  

Adam was without concealment.  He was exposed.  He was vulnerable.  As people of God, sometimes we have it all wrong and we develop a God complex.  What I mean by that is that sometimes we think that we are God.  Wow, I know that is very bold of me saying that, but it is true.  How many times did you need God’s help to do something but you did not bother to ask or pray unto him because you thought you could do it by yourself?  Better yet, how many times were you in a predicament or had an issue in your life and the last person that you turned to was God?  I am convinced that the only reason why we do not turn to God is because we have more faith in our own ability to handle the situation than we have faith in God.  This is even an issue within the walls of the church.  There are too many times that we come to church and we put on our mask and try to hide our true self from God.  See, Adam had a great relationship with God because he exposed his true nature to the Creator.  Once Adam sinned, he hid himself from the presence of the Lord, which prompted God to ask Adam where was he. 

And he said, I heard thy voice in the garden, and I was afraid, because I was naked; and I hid myself.  Genesis 3:10 (KJV)

As a matter of fact, there are some people that are reading this that God is saying to them; where are you?  He hasn’t talked to you in awhile.  He has not experienced your fellowship in awhile.  If you are reading this and you hear the Lord saying that to you, please put the book down and spend time with him.  I promise that I will pick up where I left off.


Adam’s Relationship with God, Part 2

It seems like in today’s age, the people of God are professional mask wearers.  We try to hide our real selves from the God that made us.  We are too busy worrying about if the other church members find out that we don’t have it all together.  Since wearing a mask becomes a habit, we hide things from God as well because of our instincts.  I’ve done this before many times.  I have hid things from God until I realized that, hiding things from God makes no sense.  Think about it, God was there when you did it, said it, and thought about it.  Some people think, because God did not bring it up (a feeling of conviction or remorse) in their prayer time, then he did not see it.  That is a lie.  Sometimes God won’t bring it up because He wants you to confess it.  Think about in the Garden, when God asked Adam where he was.  Do you really think that God did not know what happened?  Let me give you another example.

At this, Jesus said to her, Go, call your husband and come back here.  The woman answered, I have no husband. Jesus said to her, You have spoken truly in saying, I have no husband.  For you have had five husbands, and the man you are now living with is not your husband. In this you have spoken truly.  

John 4:16-18 (Amplified® Bible)

Jesus did not say this to make the woman look foolish.  Jesus said this so that the woman would have time to confess to the Lord and to be truthful.  There are too many times that believers lie to Christ in the midst of His presence.  Some may argue that I am wrong for saying that, or maybe they forgot what a lie is.

2. A lie is 

a. A false statement deliberately presented as being true; a falsehood.

b. Something meant to deceive or give a wrong impression.

Concealing your true self from God is lying to Him, because you are trying to give Him the impression that you are holier than you are and that you deserve to be in His presence.  

I remember a time when I was in my house in the prayer room praying and worshipping God.  I lifted my hands up to the Lord and said, “Lord I love you”.  Immediately after I said that, the Lord asked me a question.  He said “If you love me why aren’t you keeping my commandments”.  So I asked Him to explain.  He then brought me back to the greatest commandment.

Jesus replied: "Love the Lord your God with all your heart and with all your soul and with all your mind. This is the first and greatest commandment. And the second is like it: Love your neighbor as yourself.  All the Law and the Prophets hang on these two commandments." Matthew 22:37-40 (NIV®)

Wow!!  I felt really bad because I knew that I was having some issues with a couple of people in my life and I was not displaying love to them.  So I had to come clean with the Lord.  Immediately, I lifted my hands, like I did before and I said, “Lord I love you but I am having a hard time displaying my love to you because I have issues with…because of…”  Instantly, the presence of the Lord was in the room and I was able to freely worship while Christ was working on my heart issues.  Imagine that!  The only thing that was standing in the way between God and I, was the fact that I was trying to conceal my issues.  The Lord also spoke to me concerning my life and the importance of being honest with Him.  We as a church often miss our breakthrough or revelation because of the dishonest communication that we have with God.  Sometimes as a church, we live in such a manner that we hinder our relationship with God thus our advancement in the Kingdom.  Remember, sin is anything that brings offense to God.  I believe because of my issues with some people in my life, my growth in the Kingdom was stunted.

This is simply because I would not let issues that happened in the past go.  When I grew up, there were a lot of people in my high school that were buying very expensive shoes and I remember that one day I accidently stepped on someone’s shoes.  Awe man, I was very close into getting into a fight with one of the basketball player’s for that act.  Why?  Simply because before I stepped on his shoes, my shoes were dirty and his were clean.  My actions caused his shoes to be unclean and him to be very upset.  So, he said, “You better not step on my shoes again.  Awe Man!  Now I have to go and clean them.”  (Excluding all of the more colorful remarks that he said).  This guy immediately went to the bathroom and cleaned his shoes because that was very important to him.  

How many times do we walk through the mud of this world, the sin and the pain, then go up to God’s presence?  See, there is a BIG difference from being dirty and living dirty.  After the young man cleaned his shoes, you would not have known that they were just dirty.  That is what the Lord wants to do in our lives.  He wants to wash us to the point that people that have not seen us before would never be able to tell that you were dirty.  Think about if the young man would have looked at his shoes and said that they were clean or good enough?  What if he never cleaned them?  What if he walked around with his shoes knowingly dirty?  There are too many times that we look at our lives and know that things are dirty, but we never bother to have them cleaned.  There may be times that you feel you have spiritually fallen in the mud.  Living dirty would be knowing that you have fallen and playing in the spiritual dirt.  Jesus did not call you out of darkness to live the same way that you were living before.  He came so that you may live an abundant life in Him.

The thief cometh not, but for to steal, and to kill, and to destroy: I am come that they might have life, and that they might have it more abundantly.  John 10:10 (KJV)

The abundant life that the Word refers to is Zoe
