“What Time I Am Afraid” by Ray and Danica Sauter
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Ray Sauter has been playing music ever since he got his first guitar, a Sears Silvertone, for his ninth birthday. He wrote his very first song at the age of ten and soon decided he wanted to be a "Rock Star!" The LORD got his attention, however, when he came to faith in Christ as an 18-year-old in 1981. The LORD literally put a new song in his mouth! Shortly thereafter, Ray wrote his first Christian song and has been writing songs for the LORD ever since! Having a daddy with a guitar always within arm's reach, Danica could not help but be influenced by the music that was around her. Although her daddy has tried to interest her in both the keyboard and guitar, her primary area of interest is singing. When they recorded this song, Danica came up with additional lyrics of her own, so now her father feels compelled to include her in the songwriting credits!
